The Uniqueness of God and His Glory  (worship presupposes this)

a. “Who is [a God] like You?”  (Ex. 15:11; Ps. 35:10; 71:19; 89:8; Micah 7:18)

b. “There is none/no one/no God like You.”  (2 Sam. 7:22; 1 Kgs. 8:23; 1 Chron. 17:20; 2 Chron. 6:14; Ps. 86:8; Jere. 10:6,7)

c.  “There is no one like the Lord our God.” (Ex. 8:10)

d. “There is no one like Me.”  (Ex. 9:14; Is. 46:9)

e. “There is no other.”  (Deut. 4:35,39; Is. 45:5,6,21,22; 46:9; Dan. 3:29; Joel 2:27; Mark 12:32)

f. “What God is there in heaven or on earth who can do such works and mighty acts as Yours?”  (Deut. 3:24)

g. “Who in the skies is comparable to the Lord? Who among the sons of the mighty is like the Lord, a God greatly feared in the council of the holy ones, and awesome above all those who are around Him? O Lord God of hosts, who is like You, O mighty Lord?”  (Ps. 89:6-8a)

h. “There is no one holy like the Lord, indeed, there is no one besides You, nor is there any rock like our God.”  (1 Sam. 2:2)

i. “ ‘You are My witnesses,’ declares the Lord, ‘and My servant whom I have chosen, so that you may know and believe Me and understand that I am He. Before Me there was no God formed, And there will be none after Me. I, even I, am the Lord, and there is no savior besides Me. It is I who have declared and saved and proclaimed, and there was no strange god among you; so you are My witnesses,’ declares the Lord, ‘and I am God. Even from eternity I am He, and there is none who can deliver out of My hand; I act and who can reverse it?’ ”  (Is. 43:10-13

j. “To whom would you liken Me and make Me equal and compare Me, that we would be alike?”  (Is. 46:5)

k. “There is none to compare with You.”  (Ps. 40:5)

l. “ ‘To whom then will you liken God? Or what likeness will you compare with Him? . . .  To whom then will you liken Me That I would be his equal?’ says the Holy One.”  (Is. 40:18,25)

“Through the prophet He announces, "My glory I give to no other" (Isa. 42:8; 48:11). What is involved here is the divine uniqueness, the right to be acknowledged as supreme. This lies at the heart of the biblical concept. . . . He occupies a solitary throne that allows no place for a rival.”(E.F. Harrison, International Standard Bible Encyclopedia, “glory” II.479)
